TAKING THE FIRST STEP

Understanding forgiveness is one thing; doing it is an entirely different matter. As philosopher C.S. Lewis
said, “Everybody says forgiveness is a lovely idea until they have something to forgive.” How do you move
from definition (understanding forgiveness) to application (practicing forgiveness)? Making this transition
requires your personal initiative. Forgiveness begins with you even though it ought to begin with the other
person. Seldom will the person who offended you come to you to ask your forgiveness, so you must take
the first step. Jesus reinforced this idea in his teaching: “Therefore, if you are offering your gift at the altar
and there remember that your brother has something against you, leave your gift there in front of the altar.

First go and be reconciled to your brother; then come and offer your gift” (Matthew 5:23-24).
